Gynaecology and Obstetrics
in LMICs – 2026 (Boerhaave
Nascholing)

Are you planning to work clinically in a low-resource
setting as a physician, AIGT, midwife or
gynaecologist? The course Gynaecology and
Obstetrics in Low- and Middle-Income Countries is
an essential preparation.

This intensive one-day course focuses on context-
specific obstetric and gynaecological care,
highlighting how familiar conditions may require
different diagnostic and treatment approaches in
settings with limited resources. Topics include
caesarean section decision-making, miscarriage
care, cervical cancer screening, epidemiology and
ethics. The afternoon programme offers hands-on
practical training in acute obstetric situations.

Developed by Dr Jogchum Beltman and Prof. dr
Thomas van de Akker, the course combines theory
and practice to prepare you for real-world challenges.
