Contribution WHIG 

The world is changing: Aging, migration, shifting
climate, epidemics, and a shortage of healthcare
professionals contribute to inequality. This occurs
not only globally but also at the local level,
extending beyond countries to major cities like
Amsterdam. In Amsterdam, for example, residents
in adjacent neighbourhoods may experience a 15-
year difference in life expectancy. The future
physician must acquire new competencies:
adaptability, the ability to work in interdisciplinary
teams without hierarchy, and the ability to provide
targeted care based on local data. It is crucial to
continually learn from global examples. Fleur de
Meijer from the WHIG working group presented the
work from Kenya, where an innovative curriculum
has been implemented, teaching crucial
competencies to trainee general practitioners.

Not only the WHIG contributed to ECTMIH: we thank
everyone wholeheartedly for their interesting and
inspiring sessions!

Survey on Schistosomiasis knowledge
among European HCPs

During ECTMIH the BNITM Institute for Tropical
Medicine in Hamburg, focusing on operational
research for NTDs, with schistosomiasis being a key
area asked for more respondents on a study: "Our
studies primarily occur in endemic countries, but
due to the disease's chronic nature, we're exploring
awareness of its chronic forms in Europe. We seek
input not just from experts but also from doctors,
nurses, and midwives, including gynaecologists,
general practitioners, urologists, or infectious
disease doctors. Your responses will help identify
gaps and opportunities to contribute to the NTD
roadmap aiming to eliminate schistosomiasis by
2030. Please share this survey widely, including
among colleagues outside the global health field.
